SURPLUS:

LAW ENFORCEMENT RESTRICTED FUND PURCHASE:

Motion by Reuer, second by Johnson to approve purchasing a trailer for the Sheriff’s Office side x side from Chase Auto & RV at a price of $5,339.00. All voting aye.
ORDINANCE 2010-01 AMENDMENT 01:

Motion by Reuer, second by Johnson, and passed by unanimous vote that Ordinance 2010-01 Amendment 01 be introduced and given its first reading. Motion by Skunk, second by Reuer and passed by unanimous vote that said Ordinance be laid over for a second reading and vote to be held February 14, 2023.
COURTHOUSE MEP/ELECTRICAL PROJECT:

Motion by Huffman, second by Johnson to re-call for bids for the courthouse improvement project that includes complete electrical upgrades and HVAC replacements. All voting aye. Sealed bids will be opened on February 28, 2023, at 9:15 am. Spec and information can be obtained by contacting the Auditors Office.
ANNUAL REPORT:

Motion by Reuer, second by Skunk to approve the 2022 County Annual Report presented by Auditor Halverson. All voting aye. Report will be published and is on file in the Auditor’s office, available on the Lyman County website and with the SD Department of Legislative Audit.

BUDGET SUPPLEMENT:

At 9:30 a.m., as advertised, motion by Huffman, second by Reuer to approve a budget supplement for the Restricted Law Enforcement Fund. All voting aye. No funds were appropriated in the 2023 Restricted Law Enforcement Fund Budget, therefore the amount of $33,905.91 will be taken from the Restricted Law Enforcement cash balance. 
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel presented the 2022 Highway Department Annual Report for review. Nagel also brought a map of places graveled last year along with what he plans on graveling this year. Nagle presented the following fuel quotes for February, 2023: 1) Agtegra – Bid for All Shops: #1 Diesel - $4.79, #2 Diesel - $3.49, Gasoline - $3.29; 2) Patrick Oil Co. – Bid for Vivian & Presho Shops Only: #1 Diesel - $4.50, #2 Diesel - $3.55; 3) Hieb Oil – Bid for Kennebec, Reliance & Iona Shops Only; #1 Diesel – $4.65, #2 Diesel - $3.75, Gasoline - $3.65; 4) Burke Oil Co – Bid for All Shops: #1 Diesel - $5.08, #2 Diesel - $3.85, Gasoline - $3.75. Motion by Skunk, second by Johnson to accept the quotes from Patrick Oil Co. and Hieb Oil for the respective shops listed. All voting aye. Motion by Johnson, second by Reuer to approve a Private Drive Maintenance Agreement for Danae Vavra. All voting aye. Nagel discussed a list of items he would like to surplus. Motion by Johnson, second by Reuer to surplus the following items: old tires (some to sell and some to destroy); one 2,000-gallon fuel tank (to sell); one 1,000-gallon fuel tank (to sell); old signs (to destroy); bridge planks (to sell);1637336.70 culverts (to sell); snowblower (to sell). All voting aye. Nagel informed the board that they are still working to push snow and that the snow seems to be worse on the east side of the county. 
CORRESPONDANCE:

Reis has been in contact with the Corps about a lease from 1997 for a waterline north of Oacoma. There is not intent on renewing the lease and any exposed pipes need to be reclaimed by the County. Reis has also received information regarding the County’s 404 permit application. There are issues with the area being disturbed, the area being too big, and that plans could have changed. Brosz will be contacted to get the issues corrected as soon as possible.
