SD WILDLAND FIRE:

Motion by Skunk, second by Johnson to appoint Sheriff Steve Manger as the South Dakota Department of Agriculture Wildland Fire Division designee for the duration of his current term, which will end December 31, 2026. All voting aye.

DOE GRAN:

Director of Equalization Stacie Gran and Deputy Director of Equalization Bridget Kramme were present. Gran presented her proposed intensions for 2023 to update land and house values from the reappraisal of Priebe’s 3rd Addition, Wolcott’s 1st Addition, Yates 2nd Subdivision, Miller Subdivision and Oacoma area rural C Class; Update the house values in Cedar Bluff’s area after reappraisal; Increase house values in Oacoma, Reliance, Kennebec, Presho, and Vivian; Update commercial land and businesses in Oacoma, Reliance, Kennebec and Presho from reappraisal; and increase land values for Oacoma south of the interstate and River Ranch area. She also stated her plan to start the reappraisal of ag and non-ag properties in rural areas of the county this summer. Gran and Kramme left the meeting.

SECOND READING OF AMENDMENT 01 TO TOWER ORDINANCE 2010-01:

Motion by Johnson, second by Huffman and passed by unanimous vote that the Ordinance 2010-01 Amendment 01 be given its second reading. After Ordinance was fully and distinctly read, motion by Johnson, second by Skunk that said Ordinance be passed and adopted. All voting aye. Ordinance will be published in full and is on file in the Auditor’s Office.   

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel was present to discuss highway matters. Motion by Skunk, second by Johnson to approve a Private Road Maintenance Agreement with Brad Byre. All voting aye. Weed Supt. Walt Nagel then met with the Commission for the purpose of a Weed Meeting. Motion by Skunk, second by Johnson to recognize and designate puncture vine, bull thistle, musk & plumeless thistle as local noxious weeds to focus on. All voting aye. The board also discussed spraying options for the summer. No decision was made at this time. Motion by Skunk, second by Johnson to adjourn as the Weed Board and reconvene as the County Commissioners. All voting aye. Nagel then discussed current projects including truck and trailer maintenance, lights for signage on for road closures, and the status of a bridge grant. Nagel left the meeting.
CORRESPONDANCE:

Auditor Halverson informed the board of the upcoming New Officials Workshop in April and other training programs that will be required for commissioners to complete.
