CLERK OF COURTS REPORT (February):

Motion by Skunk, second by Reuer to approve the following Clerk of Courts Report for February 2023. All voting aye. CLERK OF COURTS (February): $8,572.11 less $5,388.13 forwarded to Lyman School District, $24.94 to Chamberlain School District and $8.13 to Winner School District for fine money.

COUNTY NURSE CONTRACT:

Motion by Huffman, second by Reuer to approve the 2023 nurse contract between the SD Dept. of Health and Lyman County. All voting aye.
EASTER HOLIDAY:

Governor Noem granted Good Friday and Easter Monday off for state employees. Board consensus is to be closed on Good Friday off based on county policy and remain open on Easter Monday.
SHERIFFS VEHICLES:

Sheriff Steve Manger was present. Manger discussed with the board the need for new vehicles and the difficulty of finding them. One is currently on order and Manger is looking into the possibility to purchase another one when one becomes available. Motion by Skunk, second by Reuer to allow Sheriff Manger to purchase a second sheriffs vehicle when one becomes available. All voting aye.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel presented the following fuel quote for April, 2023: 1) Hieb Oil Co. – Bid for Kennebec, Reliance, and Iona shops: #2 Diesel – $3.25, Gasoline – $3.25; 2) Patrick Oil Co. – Bid for Presho and Vivian shops: #2 Diesel - $3.15; 3) Burke Oil Co – Bid for All Shops - #2 Diesel - $3.25, Gasoline - $3.40. Motion by Huffman, second by Reuer to accept the quotes from Hieb Oil Co. for Kennebec, Reliance and Iona shops and Patrick Oil for Presho and Vivian shops. All voting aye. Motion by Skunk, second by Reuer to approve the Approach Permit for Burland Medicine Creek Ranch. All voting aye. Nagel discussed potentially hiring new help, culverts that he would like to be replaced the Rural Access Infrastructure fund, and blading. Steve Mowry, Deb Mowry, Linda Perry, Doug Perry, and Norval Millard from Pratt Township were present. S. Mowry started the discussion about moving a road that sits along the White River and the potential danger of the current road. Pratt Township would like the road moved, but would need the County to agree to move a Secondary County Rd to meet up with the new location of the road. There would be some culverts needed for the new location of the road. The Board would be willing to move the road, but would like to have a meeting at the location to get a clear understanding of the new location. Both the County and Pratt Township would need to contact other landowners before the project can move forward. Nagel, S. Mowry, D. Mowry, L. Perry, D. Perry, and Millard left the meeting.
Jessica Hegge of Larson Law was present by phone.
PUBLIC HEARING FOR ELECTRIC PERMIT:
At 10:00 a.m. as advertised, there was a public hearing for an Application for County-Wide Permission to Erect and Maintain electrical poles, wires, and Lines for West Central Electric Coop. These permits are renewed every 20 years by state law. Motion by Reuer, second by Skunk to approve Resolution 2023-02 for West Central Rural Electric Permit. All voting aye.

PotterResolution 2023-02

The Board having held a hearing on the application of West Central Electric Cooperative, Inc., for authority for county-wide permission to erect poles, wires, and lines in Lyman County for the purpose of providing rural electrification; and


WHEREAS, West Central Electric Cooperative, Inc., a corporation organized and existing under and by the laws of the State of South Dakota, qualified and authorized to operate and transact business in the State of South Dakota, has filed application in the form required by law with the Auditor of Lyman County, South Dakota, for a right-of-way permit to operate, maintain, and construct whenever necessary its electric transmission and/or distribution lines in Lyman County for the purpose of providing rural electric service, and


WHEREAS the Board of Commissioners of said Lyman County have examined said application and found:


1.
That said application is in the form and contains the information required by law.


2.
That said application was filed with the County Auditor of Lyman County, and all persons, firms, or corporation owning or operating transmission, telegraph and telephone lines, and pipeline, within Lyman County were notified by registered or certified mail at least (10) days prior to the Board's hearing on said application, and that said notice stated the time and place, when and where such application should be heard.


3.
That the Board has considered the complaints of all parties appearing, and has adjusted all differences between applicant and the owner or owners of any transmission, telegraph or telephone lines affected by the Board's decision upon said application.


4.
That the operation, maintenance and construction (if and when found necessary by the applicant) of said electric lines will be to the public interest, and that said permit should be granted, subject to the conditions hereinafter set forth:
THEREFORE, be it RESOLVED, by the Board of County Commissioners of Lyman County, South Dakota, that West Central Electric Cooperative, Inc., a corporation, organized and existing under and authorized to operate and transact business in the State of South Dakota, its successors and assigns, hereinafter called the grantee, by and hereby are authorized and granted a right-of-way permit to construct, operate, and maintain same as and whenever necessary, electric transmission and distribution lines on, along, and under public highways in Lyman County, South Dakota.  That this permit is granted pursuant to SDCL 31-26-12, authorizing a general grant as to all public highways for rural electrification purposes and it is found and resolved hereby that the grantee, West Central Electric Cooperative, Inc., is operating its entire system primarily and principally for rural electrification purposes.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this permit is subject to the following conditions, and such other reasonable regulations as the Legislature may hereinafter prescribe:


1.
The grantee shall not in any way have the exclusive right to use such highway for the constructing of electric poles, electric wires, and fixtures.


2.
The electric poles, electric wires, and fixtures shall be so constructed as not to prevent the public use of any road or the navigation of any stream.


3.
When any highway along such line has been constructed shall be changed, grantee shall upon ninety (90) days’ notice in writing remove such line to the highway as changed, unless an agreement shall be made to allow the same to remain pursuant to law.


4.
The grantee shall construct and maintain said poles, wires, and line in accordance with the national electrical safety code adopted by the Bureau or Standards of the United States Department of Commerce.


5.
This right-of-way permit shall be effective and in full force for a period of twenty (20) years from date hereof.


6.
That the grantee shall notify the County in writing at least thirty (30) days prior to the construction of any additional lines along and on all public highways in Lyman County.
