Motion by Reuer, second by Johnson to approve a jail contract with Charles Mix County for $70.00 per prisoner per day. All voting aye.
VIVIAN GYMNASIUM:
Huffman informed the board that Vivian is looking into getting a grant to fix the foundation of the gymnasium in Vivian. In order to receive the grant, Vivian is asking the County to be the administrator of the grant if they choose to continue to apply for the grant. At this time the board is willing to be the administrator of the grant if Vivian chooses to continue.
911 DATASET REQUEST:

Auditor Houchin presented the board information from HERE requesting the NG911 Datasets for the navigation systems. Motion by Reuer, second by Johnson to approve the request at no charge. All voting aye.

VETERANS SERVICE OFFICER:
Auditor Houchin presented the board with an application from Timothy Thomas for the Veterans Service Officer position. Motion by Reuer, second by Johnson to hire Timothy Thomas as the Veterans Service Officer effective May 1, 2023. All voting aye. Salary to be discussed at the next meeting.
EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Johnson, second by Reuer to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. Board members present signed member oaths. DOE Stacie Gran and Deputy DOE Bridget Kramme, were present.

DOE Gran advised the Board of eight (8) renewed applicants for the disabled veteran property tax exemption, zero (0) applicants for renewable resource energy credits, and twenty-two (22) properties are receiving the discretionary formula. Gran also found one (1) property that need a change in Owner-Occupied status, one incorrect abstract code, and one property needing to be changed to tax exempt due to the time of sale of the property. Motion by Reuer, second by Johnson to approve the changes to the abstract code. All voting aye. DOE Gran reappealed (1) Change in Valuation to Real Property Assessment from the Town of Kennebec. The following appeal was discussed: Appeal #1) Suzanne Oldenkamp, Lots 1 and 2 of Pease Addition in Kennebec. Oldenkamp is appealing the assessment of $242,928 and asking it to be reduced to $212,000 due to the increase. DOE Gran stated the assessed value is fair based on similar properties that were built in the same year. Motion by Huffman, second by Johnson to keep the assessed value of $242,928 based on information provided by DOE Gran. All voting aye. Chairman Reis adjourned as Board of Equalization and reconvened as Board of County Commissioners. DOE Gran and Kramme left the meeting.
