ASSESSMENT FREEZE:

Auditor Houchin presented the board with an elderly and disabled tax freeze request that was received late due to the weather. Motion by Reuer, second by Skunk to approve the elderly and disabled tax freeze request. All voting aye.
CD’S & MONEY MARKET ACCOUNTS:
Dustin McIntosh with BankWest Kennebec was present.  McIntosh presented the board information regarding interest rates for CD’s and Money Market Accounts. Discussion was held regarding if the board would like to invest more in CD’s and what percentage rates would be and potentially changing the interest rate on the current Money Market Account with BankWest. McIntosh informed the board that BankWest could offer a 3% interest rate on the current Money Market Account. Motion by Reuer, second by Skunk to renew the First Dakota Bank CD for 12 months. All voting aye. Further discussion will be held at the end of the meeting before adjournment. McIntosh left the meeting. 
VSO – EXECUTIVE SESSION:
9:50 a.m. Motion by Skunk, second by to enter into executive session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) to discuss personnel matters. All voting aye. VSO Timothy Thomas was present.

10:20 a.m. Chairman Reis declared the board out of executive session. 

Motion by Johnson, second by Reuer to set VSO Timothy Thomas’ salary at $8,250 per year ($687.50 per month). All voting aye. Thomas left the meeting. 
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel was present. The second pickup that was ordered in 2021 has arrived, but there was an increase in the price. Motion by Skunk, second by Johnson to approve purchasing the pickup at $38,114.00 from  and approve the voucher. All voting aye. Nagel presented to following fuel quotes for May 2023: 1) Hieb Oil Co. – Bid for All shops: #2 Diesel – $3.42, Gasoline – $3.98; 2) Patrick Oil Co. – Bid for Presho and Vivian shops: #2 Diesel - $3.35; 3) Burke Oil Co – Bid for All Shops - #2 Diesel - $3.38, Gasoline - $3.95. Motion by Johnson, second by Skunk to accept the quote for Burke Oil Co. for All shops. All voting aye. Nagel also discussed culvert linings, a pipe that connects to a pump in the Missouri River, and places the Highway Dept. plans to start graveling. Nagel left the meeting. 
EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Reuer, second by Johnson to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. DOE Stacie Gran and Deputy Bridget Kramme present. Commissioner Skunk signed his oath. DOE Gran advised the board of six (6) applicants for the elderly and disabled assessment freeze. DOE Gran reappealed four (4) Change in Valuation s to Real Property Assessment from the Town of Reliance. The following appeals were discussed:
Appeal #2) Jeff & Cheryl Williamson, Lots 5-11 Blk 27 MLCS 3rd Addition in Reliance. Williamson is appealing the assessment of $273,602 and is asking it to be reduced to $250,000 due to the increase.
Appeal #3) Dennis Walker, Lots 1-8 of Markens Addition in Reliance. Walker is appealing the assessment of $148,033 and is asking it to be reduced to $118,426 due to the increase. 
Appeal #4) Keith & Beth Herman, Lots 1&2 Block 4 of Original Town in Reliance. Herman is appealing the assessment of $171,517 and is asking it to be reduced to $140,372 due to the increase. 
Appeal #5) Gale & Kim Raymond, Lots 1&2 Block 9 of MCL’s 1st Addition in Reliance. Raymond is appealing the assessment of $204,265 and is asking it to be reduced to $186,466 due to the increase.
DOE Gran did extensive research into all of the properties, comparable properties, and recent sales in the area and states the the properties are assessed fairly and equally. Motion by Reuer, second by Johnson to keep the assessed value the following appeals:  Appeal #2 of $273,602; Appeal #3 of $148,033; Appeal #4 of $171,517; and Appeal # 5 of $204,265. All voting aye. DOE Gran presented the board with the Tax-Exempt List and 2023 Assessment book for approval. Motion by Skunk, second by Reuer to approve the Tax-Exempt list and 2023 Assessment Book. All voting aye. There being no further equalization, Chairman Reis adjourned as Board of Equalization and reconvened as Board of County Commissioners. DOE Gran, and Kramme left the meeting. 

CD’s & MMA’s (continued):

Treasurer Carol Uthe was present. Further discussion was held regarding CD’s and Money Market Accounts. Motion by Skunk, second by Johnson to accept the 3% interest rate offered by BankWest for the current Money Market Account. All voting aye. Treasurer Uthe will continue to watch interest rates as they change. The board will continue looking at different CD’s and interest rates to be discussed at the next meeting. 
CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Houchin informed the board of the Randall Reservoir meeting held in White River on May 8th. The USDA Forest Service is treating pasture on the Fort Pierre National Grasslands with prescribed fires this spring.
