CDs:

PARCEL 5050:
Jeremy Wolbrink with SPN & Associates, Amy Janssen with Janssen Law, and Ben Dorman were present. There is 6.8 acres of Parcel 5050 that the county owns north of Presho. Dorman would like to purchase this land as he bought a section right next to it. Board would like to get State’s Attorney Steve Smith’s opinion before making any decisions. Wobrink, Janssen, and Dorman left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy Supt. Walt Nagel was present. Nagel presented a list of items he would like to surplus: 50-gallon fuel tank and pump; 2007 1500 Chevy Silverado pickup, and boards. Motion by Johnson, second by Huffman to surplus these items to be sold on Big Iron. All voting aye. There have been requests to build up roads by individuals; as long as Nagel inspects the roads, the individuals have permission to do the work. The highway department has been working on culvert linings, blading, replacing, culverts, and hauling gravel. Nagel left the meeting. 
LYMAN COUNTY AMBULANCE DISTRICT:

Jody Jessop and Lindsey Oldenkamp with the Lyman County Ambulance were present. The ambulance district is struggling finding people to work on the ambulance and also has limited funds. Discussion was held to see if they would be able to get any grants to help with funding and to reach out to District III for help in finding them. The district could also look into the possibility of an Opt Out to help increase funds. Auditor Houchin will send them information regarding District III and the potential for an Opt Out. Jessop and Oldenkamp left the meeting.
