COURTROOM POLICY:

Clerk of Courts Lindsey Johnson and Emergency Manager Margo Mitchell were present. Further discussion was held regarding implementing a courtroom policy. The courts would like to wait until we get a locking system in place. Sheriff Steve Manger is getting a quote for adding electronic locks to the doors upstairs. Further implementation will be discussed at a future meeting. L. Johnson and Mitchell left the meeting. 
AUDITORS OFFICE:

Auditor Houchin informed the board that the drug policy has not been updated since the legalization of medical marijuana and raised concerns if the policy were not to be changed. Houchin will work on updating the policy for a future meeting.  

LETTER OF SUPPORT:

Auditor Houchin received an email asking for a letter of support for honoring the “Lawrence Welk Show,” which started in Yankton on the radio station WNAX. Motion by Huffman, second by Johnson to approve Auditor Houchin to send a letter of support. All voting aye. 
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Highway Supt. Walt Nagel hired a new employee to fill the position from April. Motion by Johnson, second by Feliciano to approve hiring Jesus Coronado at $41,779 (less $100.00 for the first 6 months for probationary period). All voting aye. Motion by Johnson, second by Feliciano to change the speed limit on County Road 14 to 35 mph. All voting aye. The following propane quotes were received: 1) CHS - $1.32; 2) Agtegra - $1.44; 3) Burke Oil Co - $1.47. Motion by Huffman, second by Feliciano to accept the propane quote from CHS. All voting aye. Nagel presented the board with a Bid from Brule County for Standy Rock and Gravel that we would like to use. Motion by Johnson, second by Feliciano to approve using the Standy Bid from Brule County. All voting aye. Also discussed were culverts and equipment rates. 
PROVISIONAL BUDGET:

The board advised Auditor Houchin of changes they would like made to the budget. Ongoing budget discussions will continue at the next meeting with the official provisional budget hearing occurring at the September 2nd meeting. Auditor Houchin will send the provisional budget to the paper to be published.
