Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that such Provisional Budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE  APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR LYMAN COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA, and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2026, and ending December 31, 2026, and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Lyman County, South Dakota, this 23rd day of September, 2025. The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor, Lyman County, South Dakota. The accompanying taxes are levied by Lyman County for the year January 1, 2026, through December 31, 2026.

People in attendance: County Commissioners, Auditor Kalli Houchin and Highway Supt. Walt Nagel. Nagel presented the 5-year Highway & Bridge plan for review. Motion by Johnson, second by Thomspon to approve the 5-year Bridge Plan with no changes. All voting aye. 

HWY/WEED DEPT:

The board discussed questions they had regarding bills. Auditor Houchin presented to following fuel quotes for October – December 2025: 1) Agtegra for All Shops: #1 Diesel - $3.09; #2 Diesel - $2.72, Gas - $2.94; 2) Burke Oil for All shops: #1 Diesel - $2.825; #2 Diesel - $2.675; Gas - $2.72; 3) CHS for All Shops: #1 Diesel - $3.08; #2 Diesel - $2.78; Gas - $2.78. Motion by Huffman, second by Johnson to accept the quote from Burke Oil for All Shops. All voting aye. Motion by Thompson, second by Feliciano to approve hiring Jennifer Reindl as a full-time highway maintenance worker at a salary of $41,779 (less $100 for the first 6 months during probationary period), starting October 6th. All voting aye. Auditor Houchin presented other counties’ policies regarding CDL requirements. Board consensus is to look into costs and potential contracts. Motion by Johnson, second by Thompson to approve the following Right-of-Way Permits for Golden West Telecommunications: 1) Project 50179 located at S21-T104NR72W; 2) Project 50151 located at S30-T105N-R78W; 3) Project 50248 located at S16&21-T104N-R73W.
