MEDICAL REIMBURSEMENT PLAN:

Discussion was held regarding the medical reimbursement plan with the changes in the out-of-pocket max for the health insurance renewal. Motion by Johnson, second by Feliciano to decrease the employee’s initial contribution from $1,000 to $500 and to increase the County’s contribution from $3,700 to $5,200. All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

The bids must be received in the Auditor’s Office by Friday, April 9, 2026, at 9:00 a.m. The Highway Supt. and Auditor will open the bids Monday, April 13, 2026, at 9:00 a.m., and the bids will be presented to the Commissioner’s Tuesday, April 14, 2026, at 10:00 a.m. All voting aye. Motion by Feliciano, second by Johnson to accept Beadle County’s bid from TrueNorth Steel. All voting aye. Schaefer provided the following quotes for pickups: 1) Ford F150 from Lamb Motors for $48,266; 2) Chevrolet Silverado from Beck Motors for $46,253; 3) Chevrolet Silverado from Riverview Chevrolet & Buick for $47,930. Motion by Johnson, second by Huffman to purchase the Ford F150 from Lamb Motors for $48,266. All voting aye. Schaefer will have the Rural Access Infrastructure Applications at the next meeting.
