Houchin will still set up a full time absentee voting location in Lower Brule with or without the signed MOU. 

AFLAC:
Eric Palmer and Ally Honkol with Aflac Insurance, Misti Ramser, Stacie Gran and Tracy Brakke were present. Palmer presented a new option for group dental insurance through Aflac. Palmer compared the proposed Aflac dental plan with the County’s current Delta Dental plan. The board and employees asked questions about the Aflac policy. A decision will be made at a later date. Palmer, Honkol, Gran and Brakke left the meeting.
IMEG:
Supt. Scott Schaefer and Josh Prather with IMEG Engineering were present. Prather talked about different options for structure 43-241-200 after not getting chosen for the BIG Grant. No decisions were made regarding structure 43-241-200. Also discussed were bridges that could potentially be closed or vacated when Prather does the bridge inspections this summer. Prather and Ramser left the meeting. 
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Auditor Houchin informed the board that State’s Attorney Steve Smith approved signing the Tribal Road Agreement with the Lower Brule Sioux Tribe. Motion by Feliciano, second by Johnson to approve signing the Tribal Road Agreement. All voting aye.
