Auditor Houchin informed the board of concerns with the accessibility of the courthouse while using it as a polling location. In 2024 the elevator had not worked and Houchin wants to make sure things are accessible for everyone who wants to vote. Motion by Johnson, second by Thompson to move the polling location for Precinct 9 – Kennebec to the Kennebec Fire Hall. All voting aye. 
ELECTION UPDATE:
Auditor Houchin provided an update on current election deadlines and informed the board of the Tabulator Test being on May 27th at 9:00 a.m. Absentee voting has been running smooth and the Auditor’s office is making sure everything is ready to go for the election on June 2nd.
COUNTY SALES TAX:

Treasurer Julie Clement was present to talk about the new law that allows counties to implement a county sales tax. Clement provided information from trainings she had attended. Auditor Houchin provided information on the current process of levy calculations. The board would like more information on how exactly the sales tax would look in Lyman County. Clement left the meeting. 
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Highway Supt. Scott Schaefer informed the board he was able to cut miles and acreage regarding spraying roads with the limited budget available. Schaefer also informed the board that the Hieb Gravel Pit would be willing to sell gravel to the County and Schaefer would like to consider the county crushing the gravel and just renting the crusher. With budget discussions coming up the board will consider this option with next year’s budget. Auditor Houchin presented the following fuel quotes: 1) Hieb Oil for All Shops: #2 Diesel - $4.28; Gasoline - $3.68; 2) Agtegra for All Shops: #2 Diesel - $4.62; Gasoline - $4.456. Motion by Thompson, second by Johnson to approve the fuel quote from Hieb Oil for All Shops. All voting aye. Also discussed was vehicle insurance, graveling, and gravel crushing at the Dejong Pit. Schaefer left the meeting. 
CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Houchin provided handouts regarding budgets. Commissioners asked questions about the election and potential for a Run Off election.
