PLAT:

Motion by Thomspon, second by Johnson to approve a Plat of Lot 1, Lafferty First Subdivision, Located in the North Half of Section 18, T 105 N, R 71 W of the 5th P.M. Lyman County, SD. All voting aye.
COURTHOUSE SIDEWALK:

Concerns were raised over the sidewalk around the courthouse in the parking areas was starting to crumble. Reis reached out to Woodraska’s, McQuirk’s and Choal’s Construction for a quote to replace the sidewalk. Choal’s Construction was the only quote that was received. Motion by Johnson, second by Feliciano to approve the quote from Choal’s Construction for $14,500 to replace the sidewalks at the courthouse. Roll Call Vote – Huffman – Aye; Thompson – Abstained; Johnson – Aye; Feliciano – Aye; Reis – Aye. Motion passes. 
RURAL ACCESS INFRASTRUCTURE BUDGET SUPPLEMENT:

Motion by Thompson, second by Huffman to approve advertising a budget supplement for Rural Access Infrastructure Rural Access Other Expenses for $18,270.00 from Restricted Rural Access Infra. All voting aye. 
FIRST NATIONAL BANK DEPOSITORY:

Motion by Feliciano, second by Johnson to approve First National Bank in Chamberlain as an official depository for Lyman County. All voting aye.

BURIAL ASSISTANCE APPLICATION:

Auditor Houchin presented a Burial Assistance Application for James Lunn. Motion by Huffman, second by Feliciano to approve the Burial Assistance Application. All voting aye. 

LEGISLATIVE AUDIT:

Toby Qualm of SD Legislative Audit met with the commissioners to discuss audit findings from the 2020-2021 calendar years. No material weaknesses were found but informed the board of adjustments needed to be made to the TIF Fund regarding MAG Water and LATCF money that was missed during the crossover period. Chairman Reis and Auditor Houchin signed a letter from the county to Legislative Audit regarding the biennial audit. Qualm left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Scott Schaefer was present. Schaefer discussed gravel needed on County Rd 11 and some concerns with how some roads need gravel more frequently than others. The board discussed potentially a policy regarding negligence of the public on County Roads and will research statutes regarding roads. Schaefer informed the board that Heib Oil declined the fuel quote from the May 12th meeting. The quote was then offered to the next lowest bid of Agtegra who accepted. The gravel crushing from the DeJong pit has been completed and the gravel tests came back with in the bid specs. Motion by Johnson, second by Feliciano to approve renting a tractor from Titan Machinery for $45 per hour for at most 240 hours. All voting aye. Shaefer also discussed errors in the previous Rural Access Infrastructure Applications that have been corrected and highway employees that are meeting the new CDL requirements. Schaefer left the meeting. 
CORRESPONDENCE:
Auditor Houchin gave an update on the election and reminded the board that the next meeting will be on June 4th to

 canvass the election results for the Primary held on June 2nd.
